Obstacles in the process leading to
“mistakes” or “shortcuts”.

Incapable process as shown by
measurable data.

Causes related to the aircraft operation:

corrosion;

material fatigue;

animals, birds;

meteorological conditions;
maintenance;

wind, turbulence, downdrafts, and

other.
